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When in doubt about the bona fides of a customer, consider the following practices:
Screen customers using the Restricted Party Screening Tool (RPST)
Request an end‐user certificate (EUC)
Visit the public website of the company or organization and other media sources (Linkedin, news publications, public records, etc.)
Request business registration
Provide license/regulatory conditions in writing and obtain written confirmation
Conduct a site visit
Evaluate possible other “red flag” indicators
